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Compelling Story-Telling: How to Talk About Your Research in a Way That Draws Enthusiastic Support

Dr. Gregory Leman serves as the founding Director of Baylor's strategic initiative named the Technology Entrepreneurship Initiative (TEI). Greg has worked for the past 6 years with a faculty team from across Business, Engineering, Arts& Sciences and Law schools and a very engaged Board of Advisors to develop a growing array of programs and courses centered on commercializing technology.  It is his observation that the same challenge inventors face in explaining their very complex (albeit amazing) technical insights to the people and organizations they need funding and other support from often plagues researchers further upstream when they are trying to get the funding to invent the technology in the first place.  

Drawing from highly honed tools and processes which are used in the commercialization phase to gain SBIR, Angel and Venture Capital funding for moving high-tech inventions into the marketplace, he will interactively engage you in an exploration of how to make your research "story" as compelling as these other kinds of proposals need to be.  The goal of this talk is to make you aware of tools you can use to change the question from "Who could possibly be willing to fund this?" to "Which source of funding should I select?"  That maybe a stretch, but its the direction we will try to go!
