A native of Texas, Mary Poplin received her Ph.D. in Education from the University of Texas in 1978. 
Dr. Poplin works on application and restoration of the intellectual, social, and psychological, principles of the Judeo-

Christian worldview. She was awarded the 2003 Erick Nilson award for Christian professor. She is a frequent lecturer in 
Veritas forums held in universities around the country and is publishing a chapter on the calling of a Christian professor 
in the secular academy and is completing a paper on The Mind of Christ and the Mind of the Academy.  She also works 
on explicating the Judeo-Christian principles that apply to work among culturally and linguistically diverse peoples, and 

work with the poor.  Dr. Poplin is the author of Voices from the Inside: A Report on Schooling from Inside the 
Classroom, a report that has sold 70,000 copies. In the spring of 1996, she worked with Mother Teresa and the 

Missionaries of Charity in Calcutta and has written about these experiences.
